· TRANSCRIPTS:  

· Common App:  Your Counselor will upload these automatically to your account

· CSU/UC: only want a transcript if they specifically request. Please notify your counselor if you receive a request directly from a CSU or UC.
· Non-Common App:  We will send IF we are sending or uploading the letter or school report.  
· COM/SRJC transcripts must be sent directly from COM to your college choices.  This is a STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY.  
· On Naviance, please list all of the colleges to which you are applying.  

· SAT/ACT test scores must be sent directly from the testing company to your college choices.  This is a STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY.  Do this online at www.collegeboard.com and/or www.actstudent.org 
· If you are applying EARLY ADMISSION OR EARLY DECISION, please list the name/s of the college/s here.  If you are not sure where you are applying, please put all colleges of interest to you in Naviance.
